If you like looking around on the free Google Earth you might like trying to find the locations that the witnessing photos were taken that are displayed on the home page at jw.org.
I have collected many of the photos and put them in the Photos folder in the sub folder "JW.org Witnessing photos".

I have also located many of the photo locations and put their longitude and latitude in a doc in the same folder. You just copy and paste the line with the numbers into the search bar of Google Earth and hit enter. Then if street view is available there just drag-and-drop the little orange street view man onto the push-pin. But don't give up too soon in your search and use those coordinates. See if you can locate them on your own first. It's more fun that way.

You can also use the on-line Google Maps, but Google Earth is a much more full featured tool. It gives you 3D views of the terrain and buildings, and lets you change your viewing angle too and spin the whole thing around. Plus you can look up instead of down and view the stars and galaxies, and even look around on the moon or even Mars if you want. It has many Layers you can select too, like the current weather around the world and many clickable links to photos taken of different areas.
It even has a built-in flight simulator where you can choose between a jet or small prop plane and fly around the mountains or through the valleys with their canyon walls above you on each side.
I didn't mean for this to turn into a commercial for Google Earth but it is a lot of good clean fun, which seems hard to come by these days.
