History records how fime and agnin
thiz traditionnl enemy of Britoin, ihe
Papacy, manwuvred combinations of
European nations to allempl the des-
truction of "heretcal™ England and
force her into the Cathnlic fold. By
inirigue another combination of Con-
tinental powers seeks what they think
will be the HAoal crushing of Britain,
As long as Britain remains free and
champions the open Bible, she will
continue to stand a5 a thorn in the
sides of the Roman Hierarchy and
gontinue to challenge her universal
clalms of supremacy and {nfallibitity.

Catholies.

Adolf Hitler is n life-long Beman
Catholie. The Nagi organization was
built on  treacherpus Jesnil designs,
Since 1933 Hitler has stamped out the
Christian work of Jehovah's wilnesses
in Germany. He bas imprizoned, mal-
trested, and even killed some of these
faithful servants of the Most High God
beeause of their stand Tor the open
Bible and for God's Kingdom. Today
over six thousand Jehoval's wilnesses
langnish  in Hitler's: concenleation
CRMPS.

Miussolini is a Roman Catholie. He
and his Fascist government signed Lhe
Lateran treaty of 1928 restoring tem-
poral power to the pope, Both Ger-
many and Italy have o present werking
concordat with the Vatican. The pope
recently gave an audience to 200 lta'lian
Army Oflicers and said to them: “We

fatherland with feally and love” The
pope ulso blessed the army which
raped Abyssinia.

General  France, the “Christian
gentleman,” is a faithful servanl of the
HRoman Chorch. The Vatican openly
and unashamedly supported him, and
conferred ils official blessing vpon his
army as it batchered mulizlodes 10
Spain. Leopold, King of the Belgians,
is o Catholic and history will record
his treachery of May 1844,

The “Duily Express” August 20 pe
poris as follows: “German HRoman
Catholic Bishops decided yesterdayw,
according lo the official German news
agency, that ‘after the complelion of
the linal German viclory special cere-
monies of gralitude to the German
troops and of lovalty to Hitler will be
annoonced, ™

As the tolalitarian sleam roller
erashed throughout Egrope it crushed
out Lhe liberties of Lhe people, freedon
of conscience antd above all put an
end to the apen Bible and suppressad
true Christianity. A “blackount” of true
Christianity has now bheen forced in
Italy, Germany, France, Belgium, Po-
land, Crecheslovakia, Hollind, Spain
and Norway in which coontries the
aclivities of Jehovah’s wilnesses have
been suppressed and thoosands of these
true Christians detained in priscns.

RE-ESTABLISHMENT OF THE HOLY
ROMAN EMFIRE

Strange as il may seemn, Hitler en-
gages in a erusade for Lhe re-establizsh-
mient of the “Holy Romano Empire,” or
world domination by Catholicism,
evidently, as deseribed by some Nazig;
g8 Catholic Revolutionary movement.
In a speech in Berlin, December 10,
1840, Hitler reaffirms this dream. The
“Evening News” London December 10
reported the following®in his speech:
“The world did nol wanl a united
Germany because it knew soch g Ger-
many would press claims of her people:
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The world wanted to maintain Ver-
l‘,— snilles, in which it saw a second peace
- of Westphalia (reference to lrealy of
1648). Thet was the primary cause of
lhe presenl canflict.™
The foll-nwlng report appeared in
the “Star™ December 9, 1940: “In a
speech al Dresden, mm'ted by Reuler,
Dr. Ley, leader of the Nazi labour or-
ni_za-iiﬂn declared that the effect of
shameful peace of Wesiphalia
wuuh:l be wiped out smd a new Haoly
German Empire set up.”
“The Converled Catholic" issoe of
May 1940 comments as follows:

“Heligioos tolerancs oficially began with the
ﬁlﬂn of Westphalia in 1648, which pit an end
the sovereignty of the Church ofw ome and
the papacy’s control over the nationsof Europsa,
It must be romembered that thiz tresty was
concluded bétween the Catholic and Protas-

tant lea nf Furope, and gworn to by their
Vo princea.
“The treaty . . . madeeffective and Gnal tha

tleaviige botwean the opposing eaoltures of
Catholleism and Protestantiam, and started the
ﬂfﬁldrﬂl the road to true bdlarance—uantil the
Ly ]

“Hitler's aime, and accomplishments, ara in
lima with this He bas persecuted only the
Hberal elements in the Catholic Chuorch o
Germany and Aus Angd the fact remains
that the Vatlean belped him to sbolish ths
Tlibernl Catholie Centre Party, threw itz might
back of Hitler and made n conconiat w
him, It reldiced at the death-blow to Hber-
allgm in Germasy aod all central Burope. To
“thin daw, it has ot sttempied to exoomamunls
eate Hitler, nor has it renounced [te concordat
with him. Its pressnt peace efforts, U success-
ful, would be to Germany's advantags. It i3
nbvious Lo anyone who gives thought to it
that tha Vatlcan'a inteneive pencs campaign,
alfter contributing o much to the victories of
Nazi-Fascism since the Lateran Accord, ls but
a further effort 1o help Hltler and Mussolini
hold whet they bave galned by blitzkrieg’

(Cmd. 6120) *Their courage and re-
ligions faith were remarkable, and they
professed themselves ready fto suffer
fo the ottermost what they fell God
had ordained for them.”

Every Christian -in these islands
should take heed to these facts, for
they are under the same ohligation lo
wiiness that Jehovah is God and thal
the elaims of the pope are unseriplural
and therefore false. Every thoughtful

Mussolini to overthrow the work and
testimony of the English Protestani re-
formers. Let every Christian, Catholic
or Prolestant, awake lo his responsi-
bilities.

At Matthew 24 :15
it is recorded, "When yve therefore shall

PRITISH PRESS LIES 1

In its isspe of October 14, 1938 thl-
“Catholic- Herald™ London Puhlished a
libellous reporl of Jehovah®s wiinesses
and Judge Ratherford, the president of
the Welech Tower Bible & Tract Sociely
and president of the Infernationnl Bible
Studenis Associalion. The “Catholic
Herald"” was forced to publish o re-
traction and pay the legal cosls.

The Rev. Ernest D. Panter of Brims-
combe published & slanderous atinck
on Jehovah's wilnesses when he said
they were "busily engaged in sttempt-
ing to undermine the authority of &e
State)” This libel was also put into the
hends of the solicilors and the BRev.
Panter was [orced to publish a relrae-
tion ond pay the legal costs.

The “Empire News" of Manchester
recently published a slanderons state-
ment implying Jehovah’s witnesses
were anli-British and subversive. This
also has been subject to legal action
and the “Empire News™ has heen com-
peiled to publish a 1,300 word Allidavil
ty Judge Rutherford proving their
slatemeni was hoth defomatory and
contained liss. Jehovah's wilnesses are
loval law-abiding eitizens of the Siate
who follow the Scriptural injunciion
of rendering unto Cesar the things
that are Ceesar's and unlo God the
things that are God's.
