5:14-16) How-
ever, we should not be consumed by
feelings of guilt over past mistakes.
Why not? Because our loving Father
provided the ransom sacrifice of his
Son so that our sins can be forgiv-
en. When Jehovah says that he will
forgive repentant sinners, he means
what he says. So there is nothing to
stop us from serving Jehovahwith a
clean conscience.—1 John 2:1, 2, 12;

There was a time when Jehovah

was alone. But he was not lonely. He
was complete in every way. Never-
theless, God wanted others to enjoy
life.

King Asa is an excellent example

of a man who acted wisely by relying
completely on Jehovah. He served
Jehovah not only in bad times but
also during times of peace. From
early on, “Asa’s heart was complete-
ly devoted to Jehovah.”

14, ftn.) One way Asa demonstrat-
ed his devotion was by clearing out
false worship from Judah. The Bible
says that “he removed the foreign al-
tars and the high places, smashed
the sacred pillars, and cut down the
sacred poles.” (2 Chron. 14:3, 5) He
even removed Maacah, his grand-
mother, from being a sort of first
lady in the kingdom. Why? Because
she promoted false worship of an
idol. (1 Ki. 15:11-13) Asa did more
than clear away false worship. He
promoted pure worship, helping the
kingdom of Judah return to Jeho-
vah. Jehovah blessed Asa and the Is-
raelites with a time of peace. For a
period of ten years during Asa’s rul-
ership, “the land had no distur-
bance.”—2 Chron.

Timothy, guard what has been
entrusted to you.—1 Tim. 6:20.
We often place our valuable things

in the care of others. For instance,
we may deposit our money in a bank.
When we do, we expect that our
funds will be kept secure and not
be lost or stolen. The apostle Paul
reminded Timothy that he had re-
ceived something precious—accu-
rate knowledge of God’s purpose for
humankind. Timothy was also en-
trusted with the privilege to “preach
the word” and to “do the work of
an evangelizer.” (2 Tim. 4:2, 5) Paul
urged Timothy to guard what had
been entrusted to him. Like Timothy,
we have been entrusted with valu-
able things. Jehovah has favored us
with an accurate knowledge of the
precious truths found in his Word,
the Bible. These truths are precious
because they teach us how to have a
good relationship with Jehovah and
they explain what brings real happi-
ness in life. When we accept those
truths and live by them,we are freed
from enslavement to false teachings
and immoral practices.—1 Cor.

benefit him too. During the Bible
study, tell your student about real-
life examples of those who faced
challenges similar to his and over-
came them. You could bring along
on the study someone from the con-
gregation whose example might
benefit the student. Help your stu-
dent to see how wise it is to apply
Bible principles in his life. If the stu-
dent is married, is the spouse also
studying? If not, invite the mate to
join in the study. Encourage your
student to share what he is learning
with his family and friends.—John 1:

she began to have control over
him, for his power was leaving
him. 20Now  she called out:
“The Phi·lis′tines are upon you,
Samson!” He woke up from his
sleep and said: “I will go out as
at other timesa and shake myself
free.” But he did not know that
Jehovah had left him. 21So
the Phi·lis′tines seized him and
bored his eyes out. Then they
brought him down to Gaz′a and
bound him with two copper fet-
ters, and he became a grinder of
grain in the prison. 22 But the
hair of his head started to grow
back again after he had been
shaved.b

23 The Phi·lis′tine lords gath-
ered together to offer a great
sacrifice to Da′gonc their god
and to celebrate, for they were
saying: “Our god has given Sam-
son our enemy into our hand!”
24When  the people saw him,
they praised their god and said:
“Our god has given into our
hand our enemy, the one who
devastated our landd and killed
so many of us.”e

25Because  their heart was
cheerful, they said: “Call Sam-
son to provide us some amuse-
ment.” So they called Samson
out of the prison to enter-
tain them; they made him stand
between the pillars.26Then 
Samson said to the boy hold-
ing him by the hand: “Let me
feel the pillars that support
the house, so that I can lean
against them.” 27 (Incidentally,
the house was full of men and
women. All the Phi·lis′tine lords
were there, and on the roof
there were about 3,000 men and
women who were looking on
while Samson provided amuse-
ment.)

28 Samsonf now called out to
Jehovah: “Sovereign Lord Jeho-
vah, remember me, please, and
strengthen me,g please, just this
once, O God, and let me take re-

venge on the Phi·lis′tines for one
of my two eyes.”a

29 Then Samson braced him-
self against the two middle pil-
lars that supported the house,
and he leaned on them with his
right hand on one and his left
hand on the other. 30 Samson
called out: “Let me die with the
Phi·lis′tines!” Then he pushed
with all his might, and the house
fell on the lords and all the peo-
ple in it.b So he killed more at
his death than he had killed dur-
ing his life.c

31 Later his brothers and all
his father’s family came down to
take him back. They brought him
up and buried him between Zo′-
rahd and Esh′ta·ol in the tomb
of Ma·no′ahe his father. He had
judged Israel for 20 years.f

17 There was a man of the

2 He
said to his mother: “The 1,100
silver pieces that were taken
from you about which you pro-
nounced a curse, which I heard
—look! the silver is with me.
I was the one who took it.” At
that his mother said: “May Je-
hovah bless my son.” 3 So he
gave the 1,100 pieces of silver
back to his mother, but his moth-
er said: “I will without fail sancti-
fy the silver to Jehovah from my
hand for my son to use in making
a carved image and a metal stat-
ue.h Now I give it back to you.”

200 silver pieces and gave them
to the silversmith. He made a
carved image and a metal stat-
ue; and they were put in Mi′-
cah’s house. 5 This man Mi′cah
had a house of gods, and he
made an eph′odi and teraphim
statuesj and installed one of

his sons to serve as priest
for him.a 6 In those days, there
was no king in Israel.b Each one
was doing what was right in his
own eyes.c

7 Now there was a young man
of Beth′le·hemd in Judah who
was of the family of Judah. He
was a Levitee who had been liv-
ing there for a time.8The 
man left the city of Beth′-
le·hem in Judah to find a place
to live. While on his journey,
he came to the mountainous re-
gion of E′phra·im, to the house
of Mi′cah.f 9 Then Mi′cah said
to him: “Where do you come
from?” He replied: “I am a Le-
vite from Beth′le·hem in Ju-
dah, and I am on my way to
find a place to live.” 10 So Mi′-
cah said to him: “Stay with me
and serve as a father and a
priest for me. I will give you ten
silver pieces a year and a set of
garments and your food.” So the
Levite went in. 11 Thus the Le-
vite agreed to stay with the man,
and the young man became like
one of his sons. 12Further-
more, Mi′cah installed the Le-
vite to serve as a priest for
him,g and he lived in the house
of Mi′cah. 13 Then Mi′cah said:
“Now I know that Jehovah will
be good to me, for the Levite has
become my priest.”

18 In those days there was
no king in Israel.h And in

those days the tribe of the Dan′-
itesi was looking for an inheri-
tance to dwell in, because until
then they had not received an in-
heritance among the tribes of Is-
rael.j

2 The Dan′ites sent five men
from among their family, capa-
ble men from Zo′rah and Esh′ta-
ol,k to spy out the land and to ex-
plore it. They said to them: “Go,

explore the land.” When they
came to the mountainous re-
gion of E′phra·im, to the house
of Mi′cah,a they spent the night
there. 3 While they were near
the house of Mi′cah, they recog-
nized the voice of the young Le-
vite man, so they went over to
him and asked: “Who brought
you here? What are you do-
ing in this place? What is keep-
ing you here?” 4 He replied to
them: “Thus and so Mi′cah did
for me, and he hired me to serve
as priest for him.”b 5 Then they
said to him: “Please ask God
whether our journey will be suc-
cessful.” 6The  priest said to
them: “Go in peace. Jehovah is
with you on your journey.”

7 So the five men went on and
came to La′ish.c They saw how
the people in it were dwelling in
self-reliance in the manner of the
Si·do′ni·ans. They were quiet and
unsuspecting,d and no oppres-
sive conqueror was in the land
to disturb them. They were far
away from the Si·do′ni·ans, and
they had no dealings with any-
one else.

8 When they returned to their
brothers at Zo′rah and Esh′ta-
ol,e their brothers said to them:
“How did it go?” 9They  re-
plied: “Let us go up against
them, for we have seen that the
land is very good. Why are you
hesitant? Do not delay to go in
to take possession of the land.
10When  you arrive, you will
find an unsuspecting people,f
and the land is spacious. God has
given it into your hand, a place
where there is no lack of any-
thing on the earth.”g

11 Then 600 men armed for
battle from the family of the
Dan′ites departed from Zo′rah
and Esh′ta·ol.h12They   went
up and camped at Kir′i·ath-
je′a·rimi  in Judah. That is why

that place, which is west
of Kir′i·ath-je′a·rim, is called
Ma′ha·neh-dana to this day.
13 They went from there to the
mountainous region of E′phra-

14 Then the five men who had
gone to spy out the land of La′-
ishc said to their brothers: “Did
you know that there are in these
houses an eph′od, teraphim stat-
ues, a carved image, and a met-

took the eph′od, the teraphim
statues, and the carved imagen

and went off with the people.

things ahead of them. 22 They
had gone some distance away
from the house of Mi′cah when
the men who lived in the hous-
es near the house of Mi′cah
gathered together and caught
up with the Dan′ites. 23 When
they cried out to the Dan′ites,
they turned to face them and
said to Mi′cah: “What is the mat-
ter? Why have you been gath-
ered together?” 24 So he said:
“You have taken my gods that
I made, and you have gone off
with the priest too. What do
I have left? How, then, can you
ask me, ‘What is the matter with
you?’” 25 The Dan′ites replied:
“Do not raise your voice against
us; otherwise, angry men may
assault you, and that would
cost you your life and the lives
of your household.” 26 So the
Dan′ites went on their way; and
Mi′cah, seeing that they were
stronger than he was, turned
and went back to his house.

27 After they took what Mi′-
cah had made, as well as his
priest, they went to La′ish,a to a
people quiet and unsuspecting.b
They struck them down with the
sword and burned the city with
fire. 28There  was no one to
rescue it, for it was far from
Si′don and they had no dealings
with anyone else and it was in
the valley plain that belonged
to Beth-re′hob.c Then they re-
built the city and settled in it.
29Furthermore,  they named
the city Dand after the name of
their father, Dan, who was
born to Israel.e But La′ish was
the city’s former name.f 30 Af-
ter that the Dan′ites set up the
carved imageg for themselves,
and Jon′a·thanh the son of Ger′-
shom,i  the son of Moses, and his
sons became priests to the tribe
of the Dan′ites until the day that

“Disobeying God’s Law Leads to Problems”: (10 minutes) 

Micah stole money from his mother 

Judges 17:1, 2: There was a man of the mountainous region of Ephraim named Micah. He said to his 

mother: “The 1,100 silver pieces that were taken from you about which you pronounced a curse, 

which I heard—look! the silver is with me. I was the one who took it.” At that his mother said: “May 

Jehovah bless my son.” 

 

Micah practiced idolatry and bypassed Jehovah’s tabernacle and priesthood 

Judges 17:4, 5: After he returned the silver to his mother, his mother took 200 silver pieces and gave 

them to the silversmith. He made a carved image and a metal statue; and they were put in Micah’s 

house. This man Micah had a house of gods, and he made an ephod and teraphim statues and 

installed one of his sons to serve as priest for him. 

Judges 17:12: Furthermore, Micah installed the Levite to serve as a priest for him, and he lived in the 

house of Micah. 

it-2 390-391 

A man of Ephraim. In violation of the eighth of the Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:15), Micah took 

1,100 silver pieces from his mother. When he confessed and returned them, she said: “I must without 

fail sanctify the silver to Jehovah from my hand for my son, so as to make a carved image and a 

molten statue; and now I shall give it back to you.” She then took 200 silver pieces to a silversmith, 

who made “a carved image and a molten statue” that afterward came to be in Micah’s house. Micah, 

who had “a house of gods,” made an ephod and teraphim and empowered one of his sons to act as 

priest for him. Although this arrangement was ostensibly to honor Jehovah, it was grossly improper, 

for it violated the commandment forbidding idolatry (Exodus 20:4-6) and bypassed Jehovah’s 

tabernacle and his priesthood. (Judges 17:1-6; Deuteronomy 12:1-14) Later, Micah took Jonathan, a 



descendant of Moses’ son Gershom, into his home, hiring this young Levite as his priest. (Judges 18:4, 

30) Mistakenly feeling satisfied with this, Micah said: “Now I do know that Jehovah will do me good.” 

(Judges 17:7-13) But Jonathan was not of Aaron’s lineage and thus was not even qualified for priestly 

service, which only added to Micah’s error.—Numbers 3:10. 

  

Micah eventually was left with nothing 

Judges 18:24-26: So he said: “You have taken my gods that I made, and you have gone off with the 

priest too. What do I have left? How, then, can you ask me, ‘What is the matter with you?’” The 

Danites replied: “Do not raise your voice against us; otherwise, angry men may assault you, and that 

would cost you your life and the lives of your household.” So the Danites went on their way; and 

Micah, seeing that they were stronger than he was, turned and went back to his house. 

it-2 391 paragraph 2 

Shortly thereafter, Micah and a company of men pursued the Danites. Upon catching up with them 

and being asked what was the matter, Micah said: “My gods that I made you have taken, the priest 

too, and you go your way, and what do I have anymore?” At that, the sons of Dan warned of possible 

assault if Micah continued following them and voicing protest. Seeing that the Danites were much 

stronger than his band, Micah returned home. (Judges 18:22-26) The Danites thereafter struck down 

and burned Laish, building the city of Dan on its site. Jonathan and his sons became priests to the 

Danites, who “kept the carved image of Micah, which he had made, set up for themselves all the days 

that the house of the true God [the tabernacle] continued in Shiloh.”—Judges 18:27-31.

The evidence for retaining God’s name in the Bible has not diminished but grown. The 2013 revision 

of the New World Translation includes the name 7,216 times, which is 6 more than the 1984 edition. 

Five of the additional instances are found at 1 Samuel 2:25; 6:3; 10:26; 23:14, 16. These were restored 

primarily because the Dead Sea Scrolls, which predate the Hebrew Masoretic text by over 1,000 years, 

contain the name in these verses. Also, one occurrence at Judges 19:18 was restored as a result of 

further study of ancient manuscripts.

earth, he has raised an army of volunteers who help others
learn how to make peace with God and who warn of the com-
ing “great day of Jehovah.” (Zeph. 1:14; Ps. 2:10-12; 110:3)
He has motivated his people to translate Bible study publi-
cations into hundreds of languages and to spend hundreds
of millions of hours each year talking about the promises and
the warnings found in his Word.

15 Jehovah has had all this work done “because he does not
desire anyone to be destroyed but desires all to attain to re-
pentance.” (2 Pet. 3:9) What a privilege we have to represent
our loving, patient God and to play a small part in spread-
ing his message! Soon, however, time will run out for those
who do not pay attention to the warnings.

When Will Jehovah’s Anger “Flare Up”?
16 Jehovah has set a day for the final war. He knows in ad-

vance when the attack on his people will take place. (Matt.
24:36) How does Jehovah know when his enemies will attack?
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16, 17. Has Jehovah set a day
for the final war? Explain.

The Bible contains numerous prophecies that warn of a
climactic battle in which Jehovah will wipe out all who
oppose him and his people. Listed here are just some of
those prophecies.

17 As we saw in the preceding chapter of this publication,
Jehovah tells Gog: “I will . . . put hooks in your jaws.” He
will lead the nations into a decisive conflict. (Ezek. 38:4)
This does not mean that Jehovah is the aggressor in this
fight; nor does it mean that he takes away the free will of
those who oppose him. Rather, it indicates that Jehovah can
read hearts and knows how his enemies will respond to a giv-
en set of circumstances.—Ps. 94:11; Isa. 46:9, 10; Jer. 17:10.

18 If Jehovah does not start the conflict or force his oppo-
nents into battle, why will mere humans put themselves in a
position where they will be fighting against the Almighty him-
self? One reason is that by this time in history, they will like-
ly have convinced themselves either that God does not exist
or that he will not intervene in human affairs. Perhaps they
will think this way because they will have just wiped out all
false religious organizations on earth. So they might reason
that if God existed, surely he would defend the institutions

that claim to represent him. They will not realize that it was
actually God who put the thought into their hearts to get rid
of religions that have so grossly misrepresented him.—Rev.
17:16, 17.

19 Sometime after false religion is devastated, Jehovah may
well have his people deliver a hard-hitting message, one that
the book of Revelation likens to a hailstorm in which each
hailstone weighs about 45 pounds. (Rev. 16:21, ftn.) This mes-
sage, possibly a declaration that the political and commercial
system is about to end, torments the hearers to such a de-
gree that they blaspheme God. Likely it is this message that
provokes the nations into making an all-out assault on God’s
people, to silence us once and for all. They will think that we
are defenseless, an easy target to destroy. What a mistake
that will be!

How Will Jehovah Express His Rage?
20 As we saw in Chapter 17 of this publication, Ezekiel uses

a prophetic title, “Gog of the land of Magog,” to identify the
coalition of nations that attack us. (Ezek. 38:2) But the mem-
bers of this coalition will be tethered to one another only by
a thread. Beneath a veneer of cooperation, the spirit of ri-
valry, pride, and nationalistic ambition will continue to ex-
ist. It will be an easy thing for Jehovah to turn the sword of
each one “against his own brother.” (Ezek. 38:21) But the na-
tions’ destruction will not be a man-made calamity.

21 Before they are destroyed, our enemies will see the sign
of the Son of man, likely a supernatural manifestation of the
power of Jehovah and Jesus. The opposers will see things
that cause them extreme anxiety. As Jesus foretold, “people
will become faint out of fear and expectation of the things
coming upon the inhabited earth.” (Luke 21:25-27) To their
horror, they will realize that they miscalculated when they
attacked Jehovah’s people. They will be forced to know the
Creator in his role as military commander, Jehovah of ar-
mies. (Ps. 46:6-11; Ezek. 38:23) Jehovah will no doubt un-
leash heavenly armies and natural forces in such a way that he
protects his loyal servants but eliminates his enemies.—Read
2 Peter 2:9.

22 Think of how keen Jesus will be to lead the charge
against God’s enemies and to protect those who love and
serve his Father. Think, too, of the emotions that the anoint-
ed will then feel. At some point before Armageddon begins,

the last of them remaining on earth will be raised to heav-
enly life so that all of the 144,000 can accompany Jesus into
battle. (Rev. 17:12-14) Many of the anointed will no doubt
have developed close personal friendships with members of
the other sheep as they worked together during the last days.
Now the anointed will have both the authority and the pow-
er to defend those who supported them so loyally during their
trials.—Matt. 25:31-40.

23 Angels will also be part of Jesus’ heavenly army.
(2 Thess. 1:7; Rev. 19:14) They already helped him remove
Satan and the demons from heaven. (Rev. 12:7-9) And they
have been involved in gathering those on earth who want to
worship Jehovah. (Rev. 14:6, 7) How appropriate it is that
Jehovah will allow the angels to protect these loyal ones!
Most important, all in Jehovah’s army will feel honored to
sanctify and vindicate his name, or reputation, by helping to
destroy his enemies.—Matt. 6:9, 10.

24 With such a powerful, highly motivated army protecting
them, those of the great crowd of other sheep will have no
reason to cringe in fear. In fact, they will “stand up straight
and lift up [their] heads, because [their] deliverance is get-
ting near.” (Luke 21:28) How important that before Jeho-
vah’s day comes, we help as many as possible to come to
know and love our merciful, protective Father!—Read Zeph-
aniah 2:2, 3.

25 The aftermath of human wars is chaos and misery. By
contrast, the outcome of Armageddon will be order and hap-
piness. What will it be like when Jehovah’s rage is spent, his
warriors’ swords are sheathed, and the last echoes of the great
battle fade? In the next chapter, we will consider that won-
derful future.

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WE HAVE good reasons to show loyal love to one anoth-
er. What are some of them? Note how the following in-
spired proverbs answer that question: “Do not let loyal
love and faithfulness leave you. . . . Then you will find fa-
vor and good insight in the eyes of God and man.” “A
man of loyal love benefits himself.” “Whoever pursues
righteousness and loyal love will find life.”—Prov. 3:3, 4;
11:17, ftn.; 21:21.

2 These proverbs mention three reasonswhy we should
show loyal love. First, showing loyal love makes us pre-
cious in God’s eyes. Second, by showing loyal love, we
benefit ourselves. For instance, we forge lasting friend-
ships with others. Third, pursuing loyal love leads to fu-
ture blessings, including everlasting life. Indeed, we have
good reasons for heeding Jehovah’s reminder: “Deal
with one another in loyal love and mercy.”—Zech. 7:9.

3 In this article, we will consider the answers to four
questions. To whom should we show loyal love? What
can we learn from the book of Ruth about showing loyal
love? How can we show loyal love today? What benefits
come to those who show loyal love?

Jehovah wants us to show
loyal love to our brothers
and sisters in the congre-
gation. We can deepen our
understanding of what loy-
al love is by examining how
some of God’s servants in
the past showed this qual-
ity. In this article, we will
consider what we can
learn from the examples of
Ruth, Naomi, and Boaz.



serves his loyal love—his enduring feel-
ings of loving attachment—for those
who love him and serve him. (Dan. 9:4)
We want to be “imitators of God, as be-
loved children.” (Eph. 5:1) Therefore,
we desire to develop warm feelings—a
deep and enduring attachment—for our
spiritual brothers and sisters.—Read
Mark 10:29, 30.

5 You will surely agree that the bet-
ter we understand the meaning of loyal
love, the better we will be able to show it
to our fellow worshippers. To deepen
our understanding of loyal love, let us
see how it compares with loyalty, as that
term is commonly used. Consider an ex-
ample.

6 Today we might describe someone
who has worked for the same company
for many years as a loyal employee. Yet,
in all his years with the company, he may
never have met any of the directors. He
may not always agree with the policies
of that company. He does not love the
company, but he is happy to have a job
that provides a paycheck. Hewill contin-
ue to work there until he retires, unless
he is offered a better position elsewhere.

7 The difference between loyalty as
discussed in paragraph 6 and loyal love
is a person’s motive. In the Bible, what
motive stands out in the acts of loyal
love shown among God’s people? Those
who showed loyal love did so, not be-
cause they had to, but because their
hearts impelled them. Consider the ex-

ample of David. His heart moved him to
show loyal love to his dear friend Jon-
athan even though Jonathan’s father
wanted to kill David. Years after Jona-
than’s death, David still continued to
show loyal love to Jonathan’s son Me-
phibosheth.—1 Sam. 20:9, 14, 15; 2 Sam.
4:4; 8:15; 9:1, 6, 7.

8 We can learn much about loyal love
by considering some passages from the
Bible book of Ruth. What lessons about
loyal love can we learn from the indi-
viduals featured in that book? How can
we apply these lessons in our congrega-
tion?�

WHAT CAN WE LEARN FROM
THE BOOK OF RUTH ABOUT
SHOWING LOYAL LOVE?

9 In the book of Ruth, we read the sto-
ry of Naomi, her daughter-in-law Ruth,
and a God-fearing man named Boaz,
who was a relative of Naomi’s husband.
Because of a famine in Israel, Nao-
mi, her husband, and two sons moved
to Moab. While there, Naomi’s hus-
band died. Her two sons got married,
but sadly, they too died. (Ruth 1:3-5;
2:1) Those blows caused Naomi to sink
deeper and deeper into despair. She be-
came so overwhelmed by anguish that
she concluded that Jehovah was oppos-
ing her. Note how she expressed her feel-
ings about God: “The hand of Jehovah
has turned against me.” “The Almighty
has made life very bitter for me.” She
also said: “It is Jehovah who opposed

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me and the Almighty who caused me ca-
lamity.”—Ruth 1:13, 20, 21.

10 How did Jehovah react to Naomi’s
bitter words? He did not turn against his
distraught servant. On the contrary, he
showed empathy for her. Jehovah un-
derstands that “oppression can drive the
wise one into madness.” (Eccl. 7:7) Still,
Naomi needed help in order to see that
Jehovah was on her side. What help did
God provide? (1 Sam. 2:8) He moved
Ruth to reach out and show loyal love
to Naomi. Willingly and gently, Ruth
helped her mother-in-law to regain her
emotional and spiritual balance. What
do we learn from Ruth’s example?

11 Loyal love moves us to reach out to
those in distress. Just as Ruth stuck with
Naomi, kindhearted brothers and sisters

today willingly stick with those in the
congregationwho are despondent or de-
pressed. They love their brothers and
sisters, and they are eager to do what-
ever they can to help them. (Prov. 12:25,
ftn.; 24:10) This is in line with the apos-
tle Paul’s admonition: “Speak consol-
ingly to those who are depressed, sup-
port the weak, be patient toward all.”
—1 Thess. 5:14.

12 Often the most effective way you
can help a discouraged brother or sister
is by lending a listening ear and by re-
assuring him or her of your love. Your
kind attention to one of Jehovah’s pre-
cious sheep does not go unnoticed
by our God. (Ps. 41:1) Proverbs 19:17
states: “The one showing favor to the
lowly is lending to Jehovah, and He will
repay him for what he does.”

13 We gain further insight into loyal
love by considering what happened to
Naomi after the death of her husband
and two sons. When Naomi learned
that “Jehovah had turned his attention
to his people by giving them food,” she
decided to return to her home. (Ruth
1:6) Both daughters-in-law started out
with her. Along the way, however, three
times Naomi urged the women to re-
turn to Moab.What happened? We read:
“Orpah kissed hermother-in-law and de-
parted. But Ruth stuck with her.” (Ruth
1:7-14) By choosing to return, Orpah
was following Naomi’s instructions, do-
ing what was expected. Ruth, however,

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went beyond that. She too was free to
leave, but out of loyal love, she decided
to stay to help her needy relative. (Ruth
1:16, 17) Ruth chose to stick with Naomi,
not because she had to, but because she
wanted to. Ruth’s decision was an act of
true loyal love.What lesson does this ac-
count contain?

14 Loyal love goes beyond what is ex-
pected. Today, as in the past, many
of our brothers and sisters have cho-
sen to show loyal love for fellow be-
lievers, even to those whom they do
not know personally. For example, when
they learn that a natural disaster has oc-
curred, they immediately want to know
how they can help. When someone in
the congregation falls on hard times,
they do not hesitate to reach out to that
person and help in practical ways. Like
the first-century Macedonians, they do
more than what is expected. They make
personal sacrifices, giving “even beyond
their means” in order to help their less
fortunate brothers. (2 Cor. 8:3) How
pleased Jehovah must be with such a
loving spirit!—Read Hebrews 13:16.

HOW CAN WE SHOW
LOYAL LOVE TODAY?

15 We can learn a number of fine les-
sons by examining how Ruth helped Na-
omi. Let us consider a few.

16 Be persistent. When Ruth offered to
accompany her mother-in-law to Judah,
Naomi at first objected. But Ruth did not
give up.What was the result? “When Na-

omi saw that Ruth insisted on going with
her, she stopped trying to convince her.”
—Ruth 1:15-18.

17 Application: It takes patience to help
those who are depressed, but we should
not give up on them. A sister in need of
assistance may at first refuse our help.�
Still, loyal love will move us to do our
best to stickwith her. (Gal. 6:2) We hope
that she will eventually accept our hand
of friendship and allow us to help lift her
out of despair.

18 Do not take it personally.When Nao-
mi and Ruth arrived in Bethlehem, Nao-
mi met her former neighbors. She told
them: “I was full when I went, but Je-
hovah made me return empty-handed.”
(Ruth 1:21) Imagine how Ruth must
have felt on hearing those words from
Naomi! Ruth had gone out of her way to
help Naomi. Ruth had wept with her,
comforted her, and walked with her for
days on end. Despite all of this, Naomi
said: “Jehovah made me return empty-
handed.” With those words, Naomi did
not even acknowledge the support of
Ruth, whowas standing next to her. How
painful that must have been for Ruth!
Yet, she stuck with Naomi.

19 Application: Today, a sister in dis-
tress may initially speak to us in a hurt-
ful way—despite all our efforts to help
her. But we try not to take it personally.

� Because we are considering the example of Naomi, we
refer to sisters in need.

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We stick with our sister who is in need,
andwe ask Jehovah to help us find away
to bring her comfort.—Prov. 17:17.

20 Give timely encouragement. Ruth
had shown loyal love to Naomi, but now
Ruth herself needed encouragement.
And Jehovah moved Boaz to encour-
age her. Boaz said to Ruth: “May Jeho-
vah reward you for what you have done,
and may there be a perfect wage for
you from Jehovah the God of Israel, un-
der whose wings you have come to seek
refuge.” Those heartwarming words
touched Ruth deeply. In response, Ruth
said to Boaz: “You have comforted me
and spoken reassuringly to your ser-
vant.” (Ruth 2:12, 13) The timely words
of Boaz gave Ruth the strength she
needed to carry on.

20. What gave Ruth the strength she needed to
carry on?

21 Application: Those who show loyal
love to others sometimes need encour-
agement themselves. Just as Boaz re-
assured Ruth that her kindness had not
gone unnoticed, observant elders today
gratefully acknowledge the help that lov-
ing brothers and sisters provide. Such
timelyandwarmcommendationwill give
the brothers and sisters the strength
they need to carry on.—Read Isaiah 32:
1, 2.

WHAT BENEFITS COME TO

22 After some time had passed, Boaz
provided a generous gift of food for
Ruth and Naomi. (Ruth 2:14-18) What
was Naomi’s reaction to Boaz’ generosi-

ty? She said: “May he be blessed by Je-
hovah, who has not failed in his loyal
love toward the living and the dead.”
(Ruth 2:20a) What a turning point this
was for Naomi! Earlier, she had cried out
in pain: “Jehovah . . . opposed me,” but
now she exclaimed with joy: “Jehovah
. . . has not failed in his loyal love.”
What might have contributed to Nao-
mi’s changed attitude?

23 Naomi finally began to see Jeho-
vah’s hand in her life. Jehovah had used
Ruth to give needed support on the jour-
ney to Judah. (Ruth 1:16) Naomi also
saw Jehovah’s hand when Boaz, one of
their “repurchasers,” lovinglymade gen-
erous provisions for the two women.�
(Ruth 2:19, 20b) ‘Now I understand,’
she must have thought, ‘Jehovah nev-
er left me. He has been with me this

whole time!’ (Read Psalm 136:23, 26.)
How grateful Naomi must have been
that Ruth and Boaz did not give up on
her! We can imagine that all three re-
joiced over that wonderful outcome.

24 What have we learned from the
book of Ruth about loyal love? Loy-
al love moves us not to give up easily
on brothers and sisters who are in dis-
tress. It also moves us to make sacrifices
in order to help them. Elders need to
give timely and warm encouragement to
those who extend loyal love to others.
When we observe how those in need
regain their spiritual strength, we feel
deep joy. (Acts 20:35) What, though, is
the foremost reason why we continue
to show loyal love? Because we want
to imitate and please Jehovah, who is
“abundant in loyal love.”—Ex. 34:6; Ps.
33:22.
