Where are all the other talks that used to be here in this Talks folder?
I must confess that i am very conflicted about even keeping those talks.

My mind takes me to scriptures like Acts 19:19 where the new converts to Christianity burned their pagan books worth 50,000 silver pieces instead of selling or giving them away.

But then Jesus did tell the crowds to observe the things that the scribes and Pharisees told them. (Mt 22:3) 

But he also said not to believe the lies. (Mt 24:23, 26)

So, obviously, the crowds were only to observe what the scribes and Pharisees told them if it was true. (Php 1:10; 1Jo 4:1)
So i'm trying to figure out how to apply Jesus' directions to the audio talks i have.
On the one hand the talks have truths, such as a stake not a cross, and no hellfire. But they are also filled with inaccuracies about things like who is anointed, who Babylon the Great is, who the king of the north (Gog) is, who the "other sheep" are, the meaning of "presence", the preaching work,  disfellowshipping, this generation, who will survive Armageddon, and on and on.

And the talks have misinformation like that we must obey the Governing Body and follow their directions in order to please Jehovah because God speaks through them, while all others are false prophets. 
Of course that is a lie since there are no true prophets today because contact with the holy spirit ended in the first century. 

(1 Corinthians 13:8) Love never fails. But if there are gifts of prophecy, they will be done away with; if there are tongues, they will cease; if there is knowledge, it will be done away with.

The Governing Body themselves acknowledge it:
[it-1 p. 128] the power to transmit such gifts was unique with these apostles. Such miraculous gifts would therefore pass away with the passing away of these apostles and of those who had received these gifts through the apostles 

The holy spirit did not continue to pass on "knowledge" after the first century. (we have the Bible for that now) That means that when Jesus warned us about "false prophets", that would include any prophet today because there are no true prophets today. There can't be since communication from the holy spirit ended long ago. 

(Ezekiel 13:7) Is it not a false vision that you have seen and a lie that you have foretold when you say, ‘The word of Jehovah is,’ when I have not said anything?”’

So anyone who says that they got information from the holy spirit is a liar and a false prophet. And how often have the Governing Body said that they received "new light" from Jehovah through the holy spirit?
If i share those talks with others (you) doesn't that make me guilty of promoting those false prophets?
Do you say that they are just imperfect men and that we should wait on Jehovah to take care of it? If an alcoholic was told by his doctor that his liver was failing because he drank too much, would Jehovah take care of it? No, because His word says not to be a drunkard. He already "took care of it" by giving those instructions. But the alcoholic man ignored His instructions.

It is the same with following those imperfect men. Jehovah already took care of it by providing instructions in the Bible not to be followers of men. 

(Isaiah 2:22) For your own sakes, quit trusting in mere man, Who is only the breath in his nostrils. Why should he be taken into account?

(Psalm 146:3, 4) Do not put your trust in princes Nor in a son of man, who cannot bring salvation. 4 His spirit goes out, he returns to the ground; On that very day his thoughts perish.

Anyone who ignores His instructions will reap what they sow.

(Galatians 6:7) Do not be misled: God is not one to be mocked. For whatever a person is sowing, this he will also reap;

(Matthew 15:14) Let them be. Blind guides is what they are. If, then, a blind man guides a blind man, both will fall into a pit.”

I have kept the audio talks for the same reason that i have all of the old publications: as a record of what they have said.

Jesus said:
(Matthew 12:30) Whoever is not on my side is against me, and whoever does not gather with me scatters.

If i share those talks with you, not because you want to see that record, but because you want to use them as a guide for spiritual direction, would i not be acting against Christ?

I am actually seriously considering deleting all of the audio talks i have so that they can't be used to promote false teachings. 
All of those topics i mentioned are covered in my articles with ample scriptures for proof. You can get them in my Ramblings folder. For your own spiritual welfare please check them out. Look up the scriptures for yourself, examine the context, read the direct translation from the original Hebrew or Greek without the spin that translators put on it. Don't just accept what other men have told you they mean.
If you bought a piece of furniture that needed to be assembled, would you ask someone else to tell you what the included instructions say? Of course not. You can read the instructions for yourself.

The same goes with the Bible. God provided you with the Bible. He didn't give the Bible to a select few men for them to instruct others from it. He gave it to you for you to read and follow its instructions.
With the Bible you are "completely equipped" (1Ti 3:17), but if you would like a little assistance in where to look in the Bible, check out my articles. I recommend you first read my article: "Are You Worshiping Jehovah Acceptably? - Expanded".

When you read anyone's writings don't make decisions based on their words or opinions. Only accept what the referenced scriptures say, and make sure that those scriptures are not taken out of context, or mistranslated, or misapplied, or are cherry-picked. Accurate scriptural understanding is your responsibility. (Php 1:9, 10)
If you find any flaws in any of my articles please let me know. Scriptural accuracy is very important to me.
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
