Dead Sea Scroll of Isaiah, as
now possessed by the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem. Dis-
covered in the spring of 1947
in a cave near the Dead Sea's
northwestern shore, it was
originally purchased by the
Metropolitan at St. Mark's
Monastery of the Syrian Or-
thodox Church in Jerusalem.
Its 54 columns of beautifully
preserved Hebrew writing con-
tain the complete text of Isa-

jah except for a few small la-
cunae. It is rated as the earli-
est Hebrew manuscript of the
Bible, and is placed by schol-
ars in the latter half of the 2d

The Hebrew word to-lcdoth’
is here translated as "history”
by the German Elberfelder Bi-
ble (reading ‘“Geschichte”);

of Maredsous (1949), all these
reading “histoire”; and by the
Spanish Bible edition by J, M.

Twenty-four Books of the Holy
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Scriptures, by the American
rabbi and journalist, Isaac
Leeser, renders the word in
the customary way as “‘genera-
tions,” but has the footnote
thereon: “‘The history of the
creation/—MENDELSSOHN.”
The Bible edition sponsored
by the Episcopal Committee of
the Confraternity of Christian
Doctrine and translated by
members of the Catholic Bib-
lical Association of America
(1948- ——), renders the He-
brew word as “story,’”” but has
the footnote thereon: “Story:
or history. Literally: ‘genera-
tions.' "

Gesenius’ Hebrew and Chal-
dee Lexicon of the Old Testa-
ment Seriptures, as translated
by Samuel Prideaux Tregelles,
LL.D. (1859), says, on page
859, under the Hebrew word
fo-ledoth’: *'(2) history, prop-
erly of families. Gen. 6:9,
él'leh toledoth’ No'ahh ‘this is
the history of Noah. Genesis
37:2; and thus also applied to
the origin of other things. Gen.
2:4, ‘this is the origin of the
heaven and earth.’ (Compare
ya’hhas and Syriac sharba
family, genealogy, history.)”

Says P. J. Wiseman, C.B.E.,
in his book entitled “New Dis-
coveries in Babylonia About
Genesis” (fourth edition, 1846),
in chapter 5, entitled “The Key
That Unlocks the Book,” pages
45ff: “The master-key to the
discovery of the composition of
the Book of Genesis is to be
found in the proper use of the
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phrase, ‘These are the genera-
tions of . . . ' If this key is
handled properly, it will be
seen that it solves every liter-
ary difficulty, critical or other-
wise. T All scholars appear to
agree that this is the most
significant and distinguishing
phrase in the Book. For exam-
ple, Dr. Driver says (Genesis,
p.ii), “The narrative of Genesis
is cast into a framework, or
scheme, marked by the recur-
ring formula “these are the
generations (lit, begettings)
of ., ., .” The entire narrative
as we now possess it is ac-
commodated to it’ . . . The
formula is used eleven times
in Genesis. As toits importance
there can be no doubt, for
so significant did the Septua-
gint translators regard it, that
they gave the whole Book the
title ‘Genesis,’ the Greek equiv-
alent of the Hebrew word
translated ‘generations.’ [ ...
in fact, the main history of the
person named has been writ-
ten before the phrase and most
certainly is not written after
it. . . . It is therefore clear
that this phrase is not an intro-
duction or preface to the his-
tory of a person as is so often
imagined. ... 7 ... It is there-
fore evident that the formula
is not a preamble to a genea-
logical list but an ending to
such a list or narrative, This
may be seen from numerous
early tablets.” On the use of
the demonstrative pronoun

Genesis 5: 22, 24 — “The God”

This is the English transla-
tion of the Hebrew expression
owban, ha-Elohim’/, namely,
the Hebrew title El-o-him’;
which is the plural number of
the word FEl.o’ah and which
means “God” when applied to
the Creator Jehovah, preceded
by the Hebrew definite article
ha. Beginning with 1 Samuel
4:4 we have rendered this ex-
pression, when applying to the
Creator Jehovah, “The [truel
God.”

That the Hebrew plural word
Elo-him’ as applied to the
Creator Jehovah does not
mean that there are a number
of gods in this one divinity but
that this word Elohim’ is
merely in the plural number of
excellence or of majesty, we
refer to Gesenius’ Hebrew
Grammar as edited and en-
larged by the late E. Kautzsch
and revised in its second
English edition by A. E. Cowley
and reprinted photographically
in Great Britain at the Uni-
versity Press, Oxford, in 1949,
from corrected sheets of the
second edition. In section 124

under the heading “The Vari-
ous Uses of the Plural-form,”
it says, on pages 398, 399, in
paragraph g:

“The pluralis excellentiae or
maiestatis . . . is properly a
variety of the abstract plural,
since it sums up the several
characteristics belonging to the
idea, besides possessing the
secondary sense of an intensi-
fication of the original idea. It
is thus closely related to the
plurals of amplification . . .
which are mostly found in
poetry. So especially BY1N
Godhead, God (to be distin-
guished from the numerical
plural gods, Exodus 12:12, &c.).
The supposition that pybn is
to be regarded as merely a
remnant of earlier polytheistic
views (that is, as originally
only a numerical plural) is at
least highly improbable, and,
moreover, would not explain
the analogous plurals (see
below). That the language has
entirely rejected the idea of
numerical plurality in D'n%R
(whenever it denotes one God),
is proved especially by its be-
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ing almost invariably joined
with a singular attribute . . .,
for example, py B4R Psalm
7:10, &c. Hence B'nHN may
have been used originally not
only as a numerical but also
as an abstract plural (corre-
sponding to the Latin numen,
and our Godhead), and, like
other abstracts of the same
kind, have been transferred to
a concrete single god (even
of the heathen).”

[truel God,” we refer to the
above Gesenius’ Hebrew Gram-
mar, under section 126, en-
titled “Determination by
Means of the Article,”” and
paragraph d on pages 404, 405,
which says: "“The article is,
generally speaking, employed
to determine a substantive

(simply by usage) to particu-
lar individuals . . . or things,
for example, |BY adversary,
men  the adversary, Satan;

And
section 141, entitled “The Noun-
clause,” says, in paragraph f,
on page 453: “To what period
of time the statement applies
must be inferred from the con-
text; for example, 1 Kings 18:

Genesis 15:2 — A.do.nay’ — “Lord”

This Hebrew word A.do.nay’ occurs 432 times in the Maso-
retic text (M). It is applied exclusively to Jehovah God.
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However, there were 134 pas-
sages in M where the Jewish
Sopherim claim that they sub-
stituted this word A-do-nay’ for
the name Y¢howah’ (“Jeho-
vah”) in the primitive Hebrew
text. (See below on this same
page under “Genesis 18:3 —
‘Jehovah’”) We have there-
fore restored the name “Jeho-
vah” to those 134 passages,
and thus reduced the number
of occurrences of A.donay’ to
298 times.

The first occurrence of 4-do-

nay’ is in the verse cited above,
where it precedes the divine
name to produce the combina-
tion A-do-ray’ Yhowih’, which
is translated “Lord Jehovah."”
(From Psalm T1:5, 16 forward
“Sovereign Lord Jehovah.”)
This combination occurs 280
times by itself,

Besides this, beginning with
Psalm 69:6, the combination
A-donay’ Ychoawih' tsba-oth’'
(“Sovereign Lord Jehovah of
armies") occurs 16 times, as
follows:

A-donay’ (“the Sovereign Lord”) occurs in Psalm 35:23b,
and there we rendered it “my Sovereign Lord,” in order for
it to run parallel with “O my God,” on the same line. LXX
(34:23) reads: ho Ky'ri-os mou; Vg (34:23), Do'minus meus.
But 4.donay’ here should be Y<howah'. See below.

Following the later practice of the Jewish rabbis in reading
A-do-nay’ instead of the divine name Ychowah’, the later copy-
ists of the Greek LXX substituted the anarthrous Greek title
Ey'rios (“Lord; Master”) for the Hebrew tetragrammaton
My, which had been transliterated into the Greek text.

“Emendations of the Sopherim” (Tigqunel Sopherim)

In standard Hebrew manuscripts the Massdrah, that is, the
small writing in the margins of the page, contains a note
opposite a number of Hebrew passages that reads: “This is
one of the eighteen Emendations of the Sopherim,” or similar
words. These emendations of the Jewish Sopherim were called
tigqunei Sopherim. These emendations were made, evidently
with good intentions, because the original passage in the He-
brew text appeared to show irreverence for Jehovah God or
disrespect for his earthly representatives. However, there were
more than eighteen of such emendations. Below we list twenty-
eight of such tiggunei Sopherim, in the most of which we have
corrected the reading according to the original, unemended
text.

As in the Octateuch, or first eight books of the Hebrew
Scriptures, contained in the first volume of the New World
Translation of the Hebrew Scriptures, we have succeeded in
consistently rendering the Hebrew word neph’esh as “soul”
throughout the rest of the Hebrew Scriptures, from 1 Samuel
through Malachi. By studying over the context of the Hebrew
word neph’esh in its 519 occurrences in this latter, larger por-
tion of the Hebrew Scriptures the investigator can learn dis-
tinguishing features about the soul in its true meaning.

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the Cairo Papyrus Fouad 266
of which a few verses from
Deut. xxxi and xxxii have had
our aftention drawn to them
and been published by W. G.
Waddell in order to show that
in this Papyrus scroll the
divine name was written as the
Tetragrammaton in Hebrew
square letters.? [**The Tetra-
grammaton in the LXX’,
Journal of Theological Studies,
xlv, 1944, pp. 157-61.]
“Professor Kilpatrick in-
formed me of a few more frag-
ments of this papyrus repro-
duced in America, not very
well, but recognizably. They
all show the Tetragrammaton.?
['New World Translation of
the Christian Greek Seriptures,
rendered from the Original
Languages by the New World
Bible Translation Committee.
A.D, 1950. Publishers: Watch-
tower Bible and Tract Society
Inec., International Bible Stu-
dents Association.

I asked
Father A, Vaccari S. J. of the
Pontifical Biblical Institute in
Rome to assess the character
of the text of this papyrus....”
On page 222 of this same
European work, paragraph 2
says: “Unfortunately the Man-
chester Papyrus does not con-
tain an example of the Divine
name. We now know that the
Greek Bible text as far as it
was written by Jews for Jews
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did not translate the Divine
name by kyrios, but the Tetra-
grammaton written with He-
brew or Greek letters was
retained in such MSS. It was
the Christians who replaced
the Tetragrammaton by kyrios,
when the divine name written
in Hebrew letters was not
understood any more. We must
suppose that in this [Man-
chester Papyrus] fragment
also the divine name was re-
produced by the Tetragramma-
ton, and this is, indeed, most
likely. In Deut. xxvi, 17, line
27 of C. H. Roberts’' edition,
the text breaks off just before
the mention of the divine
name. Roberts supposed that
the scribe must have written
the word kyrios in full, not in
the shortened form used for
the nomen sacrum [sacred
namel]. In 1reality the una-
bridged Tetragrammaton was
written here, and Roberts
agreed with me when I pointed
this out. The only thing we do
not know is whether the Tetra-
grammaton was written in
square letters as in the pre-
viously discussed Papyrus
Fouad 266 in Cairo and in the
Milan Palimpsest of Origen’s

Pages 226, 227 of the ahove
work continue on to say: “T.
THE LEATHER SCROLL OF THE
GREEK MINOR ProPHETS — The
leather scroll of the Greek
Minor Prophets was discovered
by Bedouin in 1952, but nobody
can say exactly where it came
from, Milik, in his book of
1957, mentions it on p. 115
under site non localisé (Epoque
de la Seconde Revolte).
The scroll is now in the Pales-
tinlan Museum at Jerusalem,
and I learn from Dr. G
Vermeés that more fragments
of the scroll were found after
D. Barthélemy had written his
article on it: ‘Redécouverte
d'un chainon manquant de
I’histoire de la Septante’
(Revue Biblique lx, 1953, pp.
18-29) . . . we can be nearly
certain that this scroll with
the Greek text of the Minor
Prophets was written in the
closing decades of the pre-
Christian era or at the begin-
ning of our era. To date this
scroll with Barthélemy or
Milik at the end of the first or
the beginning of the 2nd cen-
tury A.D. seems to me impos-
sible as long as other evidence
is not forthcoming. In other
words the scroll has to be re-
garded as a manuscript of the
Greek Bible which was written
by a Jew for Jews., We must
try to understand it on this
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presupposition. The Hebrew
text on which the Greek trans-
lation is based is in the main
our Masoretic text, but with
deviations in various details.”

Further quoting from the
above work, we read, on pages
223, 224: “There can hardly be
any doubt that the fragments
of the Greek Bible found in
Qumran Cave 4 are of Jewish
origin, and that it is very likely
that they should also be re-
garded as pre-Christian, so
that we now have at our dis-
posal fragments of six manu-
scripts of the Greek Bible
written by Jews for Jews, if
we include the leather scroll
with the Greek text of the
Minor Prophets, of which I
will speak later on, specimens
of the Greek Bible as it was
read when the Christian era
began. May I characterize
briefly the three texts from
Qumran Cave 4.

“I. The papyrus containing
fragments of Leviticus ii-v is
written in a hand closely akin
to that of Papyrus Fouad 266,
characterized as already men-
tioned by the fact that the
name of God is rendered by
the Tetragrammaton in He-
brew square letters (11') not
by wvooz [kyrios] as later in
Christian MSS of the Bible.
The fragment of Qumran Cave
4 renders the name of God by
wo (written in majuscule
letters) and this alone already
shows that this papyrus was

written by a Jew. . ..”
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Isaiah 1: 24 — ‘“the [true] Lord”

This is the translation of
the Hebrew expression TR
ha-A.don’, this being the title
A-dén’ (“Lord; Master”) pre-
ceded by the Hebrew definite
article ha. Although there are
many lords or masters, this
prefixing of the definite article
before the title @.don’ limits

the application of the title to
Jehovah God. (See Gesenius’
Hebrew Grammar, section 126,
paragraph (d), on pages 404,
4035.) In the Hebrew Scriptures
this expression ha-A-don’
occurs nine times, as lsted
below:
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voU people are seeking, and the messenger of
the covenant in whom you are delighting
The plural number of a-don’ is a-do-nim’; and the Hebrew
expression ha-a-donim’ does occur, but in a plural sense, in the
following two verses:

By referring to the footnotes on all the above-given verses
the reader will gain further information.

Ezekiel 41: 20 — “the temple”

One of the Fifteen Extraor-
dinary Points (or 15 puncta
extraordinaria) of the Sopher-
im occurs here by means of
five dots over the Hebrew ex-
pression for ‘“the temple,”
evidently to indicate that the
Hebrew expression is a dittog-
raphy and is therefore to be
omitted from the reading or
translation. See our footnote
a on the passage.

In fifteen passages in the
Hebrew Scriptures some words
are thus stigmatized or dotted.
The exact meaning of the dots
is disputed. Some consider
them to be marks of erasure.
Others think that the dots in-
dicate that in some collated
manuscripts the words thus
stigmatized were missing, so
that the reading is therefore
doubtful, Still others think that
the dots are simply a memory-
aiding device to aid the reader
to remember some preacher's

explanation that the ancient
Hebrews had connected with
these words. Then, too, there
were those who argued that
the dots were meant to guard
against the omission by copy-
ists of elements in the Hebrew
text that, at first glance or
after comparison with parallel
Scripture passages, seemed to
be superfluous. Some Hebrew
manuscripts exhibit strokes,
vertical or else horizontal,
instead of dots or puncta. The
Jewish Encyclopedia, Volume
VIII (of 1910), believes that
the last two theories have
“equal probability.—Page 368,
under “Masorah,” and sub-
heading “Suspended Letters
and Dotted Words.”

Says Introduction to ihe
I assoretico-Critical Edition of
the Hebrew Bible, by C. D.
Ginsburg (1897), pages 318-321,
under the subheading “The
fifteen Extraordinary points”’:
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“All the information which the
puzzled student gets in the
margin of the manuscripts and
the printed text against each
of these enigmatic expressions
is that the letter or word in
guestion has an extraordinary
point. And yet these points are
of supreme importance inas-
much as they exhibit the earli-
est result of textual criticism
on the part of the Scribes. The
record on this point has been
transmitted in several of the
post-Biblical writings. The
oldest form of it which is in
the Siphri on Numbers IX 10
is as follows: . . . Both the
Midrash Rabba on Numbers
IIT 39 and the Aboth di Rabbi
Nathan supplement the enu-
meration of the ten instances
with the following important
statement:
Some say what do these polnts
gnify? Now Ezra [who
them there] declares f Ellas should
come and say to me why hast thou
written them [that i8, these spurious
words?], I will answer him I have
alread¥ furnished them with points.
But if he should say thou hast
written them correctly, then I will
readlly erase the points on them.
“It will thus be seen that the
points were regarded by the
ancient authorities as marking
the letters and words in ques-
tion as spurious and that the
Prophet Elias, who is to solve
all doubts and difficulties, will
give his decision on them when
he appears. The practice of
using dots to stigmatize words
as spurious was not restricted
to those days. Later scribes

continued the example of the
ancient Sopherim, as may be
seen by the student of Hebrew
manuscripts, . . "

Daniel 2: 47 — “Gods”
(Bl-a-hin’, [\5%, Aramaic; hoi theoi’, ol dof, Greek;
di’i, Latin)

“Truly the God [el.ah’; >8] of you men is a God of gods.”
(Daniel 2:47) The Aramaic noun el-a-hin’ is the plural number
of the noun el-ah’, Thirteen (13) times ela-hin’ is translated
“gods” in the Aramaic part of Daniel.

Corresponding to the Aramaic ela-hin’ is the Hebrew plural
noun el-o-him’, which occurs once in reference to ‘“‘gods,” in
Daniel 11:8: “Also even with their gods [el-o-him/], with their
molten images, with their desirable articles of silver and of
gold, [and] with the captives he will come to Egypt.”

This Hebrew plural noun el-o-him’ (the singular of which is
el-o’ah) is translated many times throughout the Hebrew
Scriptures to apply to other gods, beginning with Genesis
31:30: “why, though, have you stolen my gods [el-ohim’]?"
Jehovah Elohim is set in contrast with the other gods
[el-o-him’] in many passages, such as the following:

Exodus 15:11 Who among the gods is like you, O Jehovah?

Exodus 18:11 Now I do know that Jehovah is greater than
all other gods [ha-el-o-him’]

Exodus 20:3 You must never have any other gods against
my face

Deuteronomy 10:17 For Jehovah yvour God is the God of
gods [ha-el-o-him’]

Joshua 22:22 Divine One, God, Jehovah, Divine One, Geod,
Jehovah [marginal reading: Or, The God of gods,

Psalm 82:6, listed above, is quoted in John 10:34, 35:
“Jesus answered them: ‘Is it not written in your Law, “I
said: You are gods"? If he called “gods” those against
whom the word of God came, and yet the Scripture cannot
be nullified.’”

In harmony with the Hebrew Scriptures is the reference
to “gods” in 1 Corinthians 8:5, 6: “For even though there
are those who are calied ‘gods’, whether in heaven or on
earth, just as there are many ‘gods’ and many ‘lords’,
there is actually to us one God the Father, out of whom
all things are, and we for him.”

Also Galatians 4:8: “Nevertheless, when vou did not
know God, then it was that you were slaves to those who
by nature are not gods.”

The Hebrew noun el-im’ (the plural number of el) is ren-
dered as “gods” in Daniel 11:36: “And the king will actually
do according to his own will, and he will exalt himself and
magnify himself above every god [el], and against the God
[El] of gods [elim’] he will speak marvelous things.”

Epim’ is also translated as “gods” in Exodus 15:11: “Who
among the gods is like you, O Jehovah?”
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BElim’ oceurs also in Psalm 29:1 and is given the preferred
rendering of “strong ones,” with alternatives in the marginal
reading: “Ascribe to Jehovah, O vou sons of strong ones
[marginal reading: Or, “sons of gods”; or, “godlike ones”; or
“sons of God"”], ascribe to Jehovah glory and strength.” See

footnote d.

The later
Greek form III ITI was used
to transcribe Aquila’s Old He-
brew form of ', and, in the
opinion of CERIANTI, this was
first done either by Origen, or
by Eusebius. IIT IT1 does not
represent the Tefragramma-

ton, as is generally held, but

fication for supposing that any
identity of form of square
character yodh ['] and waw
[1\] in the first century was
involved. Actually, . . . whoever
was responsible for the present
LXX reading at Daniel 9:2, to
wit, TH T'H, apparently noticed
the stroke to the left charac-
teristic of yodh and pictured it
by T as against I' for waw [11.

“Jehovah.” Yeho-wah’, M and
fragment of a manuscript of
the LXX belonging to the end
of the First Century A.D. and
discovered in a cave in the
Judean desert in 1952.

at best near the end of the
first century after Jesus Christ
(3), which agrees with the fact
that the manuscript was al-

ready very much used at the
time that it was abandoned. ...
Here, right at the start, is a
passage that partially recovers
an important quotation made
by Justin in chapter 109 of the
Dialogue: it has to do with
Micah 4:3.7."

The chart that follows shows
the Greek words preserved in
the fragment In the midst of
which there is found the He-
brew tetragrammaton (M)
in verse 4, in the expression
“the very mouth of Jehovah,”
in verse 5, in the expression
“Jehovah our God,” and in
verse T, in the expression “Je.
hovah will actually rule as
king over them.”

The article then adds this
comment: “It Is enough to
compare this text with that of
the quotation of Justin in
order to establish that it is
substantially identical with it.

In an
old recension of the LXX of
the Minor Prophets, fragments
of which were discovered in a
newly found cave of the desert
of Judah in 1952, containing
portions of Habakkuk 1:14 to
2:5 and 2:13-15, the divine
name Jehovah was found writ-
ten in old Phoenician letters
in the midst of the Greek text.
On this the Revue RBiblique
published by L'Ecole Pratique
d'Etudes Bibliques, issued in
Paris, France, says in its Vol
ume 60 No. 1 of January, 1953,
on pages 24, 25, in footnote (1),
the following: “One will note
once more a point of contact
between Aquila and our recen-
slon: the writing of the tetra-
grammaton in ‘Phoenician’
letters. With regard to a small
fragment of the Psalms upon

Christianity. Moreover, if Bar-
thelemy is right, it is the text
used by Jewish translators of
the second century, the com-
mon denominator of Aquila,
Theodotion and Symmachus.
And finally, it appears on first
study to be identical with the
Quinta of Origen’'s Hexapla as
well as the version underlying
certain quotations of the
Fathers, notably Justin.”
