NEW YORK, Aug. 25.—Employ-
ment of enemy aliens on government
work in shipyards at the port of ‘New
York is one-of the®chief grievances
the thousands of striking mechanics
have against’ their' employers, it was
alleged by J. J. MclIntee, business
agent of the International Association
of Machinists. He declared the strike
would be long unless the government
intervened.

“All that we ask,” McIntee said,
“is that the government remain neu-
tral in regard to its labor contracts.
We do not want to have employed on
government jobs men whose loyalty
and fealty to the TUnited States is
a matter of guestion.

“If Secretary Daniels wishes to be
fair in this matter he will, in the
first place, insure that no enemy
aliens -are employed on the so-called
repairs of troopships which the gov-
ernment intends to place in operation
in the near future.

“We would like to settle this strike
tomorrow, but we cannot do so, so
long as the employers continue to be
obstinate.”

A '\’foice From the Trenches

&ly War Cure

LONDON, Aug. 25.—He wors three
chevrons above the elbow and two
little perpendicular stripes of gold
below, and on his face the look of a
man who has geen death. I met him
in the tube lift at Charing Cross and
prevailed on him te come and ghare
a war lunch with me at my club.

It was our third meeting pince the
war broke out. The first was in Au-
gust of 1914, when he announced *he
had been accepted in the ranks of a
famous battalion of the London regi-
ment. The second time was in a rat-
infected, German-built dug-out near
Loos, in Beptember, 1915. Our meet-
Ing and greeting was a hurried one,
ful valivus Loanoulis, wi Wil te
Boches' seven-to-one superiority of
shell power was not the least,

60 we met again in 4 tube litt. He
was on leave and I, being a ‘“‘crock,”
was enmaged in a fairlv comfortable
Job at Battalion depot. I feit apolo-
getic and humble before this veteran
of the trenches. I had known him
well in the days before national life
was a struggle and when he used to
write articles for a weekly journal,
which lived mainly.on its unfaith. It
didn't believe in patriotism and it
didn't believe in the empire. It
didn’t believe In religion and it didn’t
belleve in humanity—except foreign
humanity, of course. If it had a
motto that motto was “Whatever is,
is wrong.” My friend, who was young,
enthusiastic, sincere and rebellious
against the ineguahties of the social
system, was one of the most brilllant
contributors to the columns of this
journal. The realities of the bar-
bariang invasion of Belgium sobered
him and he was smong the first to
forsake the pen for the rifle. I had
enlisted in another battalion of the
London regiment at the same time,
but the fortunes of war took him rt.
France eight months earlier than mae

HIT BY SNIPER.,

My old impressions of the man
rushed back to my mind as we walked
together along Whitehall. What, I
wondered, had become of all his early
shibboloths? I asked him about him-
self. A sniper's bullet through the
thigh had brought him back as far
as an jnland base hospital for a fort-
night, aud 2 bomb sphnter in the face
had caused a longer sojourn at Bou-
logne four months later.

“Except for my thres months in
hospitals and st base camps I have
been two and a quarter Years in the
field,” he told me as we walked along.

“And how many times have you
been home on leave™ T asl ed.

“This is my second time home,” he
sald. *It's good to be here, isn't it?"

“Aren't you getting about fed-up
with things oGt there?’ 1 put the
question tentatively. *“I was only out
about six months myself, so can't
judge what war Yeels like to the man
who has had two years of it at first
hand.”

“Fed up, good heavens, no! 1
wouldn’t have missed it for worlds.
Don't misunderstand me, I hate war.
I hate bloodshed and suffering and
cruelty and all the bloody horror that
war brings with it. God, I've had my
fill—mangled horses, mangled men,
the gasping agony of the gassed, the
cries of the gradually dying, the
blood-lust of the best men in the heat
of battle, But, for all that, I wouldn't
change places with the men who have
stayed at home. For one thing it's
the men you ‘llyo with. You zet down

Two things make it pos-
sible. We're all working for one end;
and we're living under a rigld dis-
cipline which we accept eheerfully be-
causs we realize how absolutely es-
sential It 8"

I amiled. “You were very nearly
an anarchist once,” I said.

NS A LOT.

“That was before I had any ex-
perience of life,” he replied. “I may
have been almost an academic an-
archist in those faraway days before
I knew anything. But I have learned
a lot since then. Anarchy might be
possible to a race of intellectuals
without the human emotions. But
human beings want some sort of rule.
Otherwise they don't progress; they
follow the line of least resistance. That
is one of the two big lessons that
war has taught me.”

“And what Is the other?"”

“I used to be a pacifist,” he gald,
“wag against armaments and military
preparations and all that. I Kknow
now that we pacifists of the old days
were dreamers in a world of stark
reahities. Force respects only superior
force. We were blind to that, Wwe sen-
timentalists of the peace era. Now I
have learned different, I am fighting
force with force. And that is the idea
at the back of every man I have ever
met in the trenches”

“Yes,” I demurred, “but they'd be
oniy too glad to be done with it and
getl ULdih o Liel Duined aund e
peaceful hives.”

“0Of course thev would, if they could
feel that they'd finished the job they
set out to do. But they haven't done
that yet.

“The British Tommy is, as a gen-
eral rule, a reserved and inarticulate
person, not given to subtleties of opin-
ion. But he's quite clear on this point
—and I've had plenty of opportunities
for ascertaining his views. He joined
the army mostly of hiy own free will,
because he was vitally conscious that
principles to which he was vaguely,
subconsciously attached were being
outraged. He saw a power that, as
he might have expressed it, was ‘hit-
ting below the belt.” What has hap-
pened since has only econfirmed him
in his views of Germany. ‘Belgium’
was only an earnest of the manner in
which the Hun carries on war. Tom-
my isn’t a plaster saint by any means,
but he does from the very depths of
his being abhor the atrocities that
have made the name of Germany
stink in the nostrils of every right-
thinking man. So in his own quiet
way he subscribes entirely to the dec-
laration that ‘we shall not sheathe
the sworn’ until the principles for
which we entered the war have been
established. And he knows that the
only way to establich those principles
is to beat the German in the field.”

BLAMES CLERGY FOR WAR,

The clergy as a class are the ones
Mrectly ard trdiroptt- respensible for
the great world, war, said Judge
Rutherford. It was this statement
that caused a minister in Tacoma last
week to jump on the platform and
call the judge a liar.

Judge Rutherford explained his
statement by saying that the Lord
had commissioned the clergy to preach
the goepel of His kingdom, and con-
trary to their divine commission, the
clergy as a class (with few excep-
tions) have convinced the kings and
rulers of the earth that these earthly
governments and kingdoms constitute
God's kingdom of peace, holiness,
Justice, love and truth, and that the
earthly kings are ruling by divine
right ags God’s representatives. In-
gtead of preaching the Lord Jesus
and his kingdom, they have en-
couraged the nations in selfishness
and urged them on to war. For this
cause the blood of all the nations of
the earth is upon their hedds, and
God will require it at their hand.

PREDICTS REVOLT, ANARCHY.

The present war will end and with-
in less than a year, prophesies the
judge, but the armies will not be dis-
banded. The Bible clearly teaches
that thereafter revolution will fol-
low. Increased shortage of food, the
high cost of living, the burden of
taxation followed by famine and the
spirit of discontent among the peo-
ple of the earth Wwill bring a condi-
tion of revolution and anarchy such
as was never known.

Benefits to Come
After Conflict,
Say Pastors

The war spirit which chastens,
which preserves, which conserves for
future peupbles evell thouglh dav sleal
toll for itselt and the races of today,
which is based not upon militant aims
but upon the ultimate conservation of
human ideals—this formed the sub-
ject for discourses and sermons in
most of the east bay pulpits yester-
days That the United States was more
than justified in entering the great
conflict and that out of the struggle
would come ultimate good was the
general trend of the talks.

“The first drop of American blood
dropped in France will tell the listen-
ing world that we are our brother's
keeper, and that we are not a sham
nation as to the Christian ideal,” de-
clared Rev. Frank M. Silsley, speak-
ing on the “First Civilized War” at
the First Presbyterian Church,

“America’s aim, even through the
dreadful means of war,” he declared,
“is to interpret truth and heart to
the world. Conscience has been the
commander-in-chief of every war
America has fought. Yet terrible as
this war 1s, America 1S Jusulied in
her entrance,

THIS WAR MOST BRUTAL.

“The first civilized war was be-
tween Cain and Abel. Cain was the
first militarist. He wanted world
domination and his 'place in the sun.’
Greed, selfishness and ambition have
Plaved on one eide or another or on
beth in all wars. Cain cold-bloodedly
killed Abel. War, per se, in its nature,
is just killing, and the present civilized
war is the most inhuman, barbarous
and brutal in history. We shudder
at the battle-ax and the knife of the
savage. DBut the implements of the
savage are humane in comparison with
big guns, machine guns, Zeppelins,
poisonous gas, earth mines, high ex-
rlosives and the submarines of mod-
ern warfare. This is the day of hor-
rers—submarine  horrors, air-raid
horrors, famine horrors.”

That great social good will develop
out of the present titanic struggle of
nations, i{s the opinion of Rev. Albert
W. Palmer of the Plymouth Congre-
gational Church, who spoke on “Some
Social By-products of the War.” Rev,
Mr. Palmer said:

“Some good is bound to come out
of this dreadful conflict of nations
and no matter how much we must
regret it we must look at it in this
light.

Holding that the so-called budget
act t legilature is subjeet
to referendum, the Supreme’ Court,
in a decision from the bench today,
issued a writ of mandate directing
Secretary of State Frank C. Jordan
to hold the act in abeyance until the
law had been submitted to the voters
on referendum in November, 1918.

Forty-six thousand signatures to
the referendum petition on the act,
which hag already been certified, were
gathered in Los Angeles cgunty and
one other southern county, where the
opposition to the act centered in the
belief that it limited the increase in
the county budget for schools.

The attorney-general's office held
that no referendum could act against
the law, as it affected taxes and went
into effect immediately. State Benm-

Mr. Kimball
points out that these trees are not
deud, but that the norinal develop-
ment of leuves end bloom is deinyed
a5 & result of warm winter tempera-
tures which existed durlng Decem-
ber, January, and February past.
This condilien, known as “Delayed
Follation™ or "Abnormal Dormancy,”
has ocourred In Soulhern California
many times In the last ten yesrs.
Growers who have Leen in the busi-
ness that length of time will yemem-
ber that the scasons of 1924, 1926,
1928, 1930, and 1931 were abnormal
to & grealer or lesser extent, 1924
and 1928 being the worst

The delayed condition 15 not a
Iafiure of the tree to go completely
dermani. It is rather a fallure of
thz tree to “wake up” in the spring.
Most of our peael, apricoi, apple,
pear, plum, walnut, and some of our
beiry vaileties have giown for ecen-
turies under mote noldhern or tem-
perate zone condilions rather than

the subtropical conditions in South- !

ern Calitornia, and therefore reguire
for proper growth a certaln amount
of cold weather 1n the winter time.
Failing to experience this cold

1 That no war veteran disabled
In the line of duty suffers any re-
duction of those benefits pgranted
such veterans in the World Wayr Vet-
erans’ Act as in effeci prior To
March 20, 1933 ~

2. That hospitalization under fed-
eral government auspices be efforded
all veterans not dishonorably dis-
charged who require hospital treat-
ment and who are not able to rea-
sonably pay for thewr own treatment

3. That perpetuation of servies
connection for all velerans properly
granted sucli service connections,
under laws in existence prior to
March 20, 1933, be recommended as
an item of Leglen policy.

4, That the benefits provided for
dependents of veterans as estab-
tished in the World War Vetéransg
Act be resumed and maintamed as
the government's policy and that in
no event shuall widows and/or de-
pendent children of deceased World
War veterans be wilhoul govern-
menial protection

$100,000,000 allowance for velerans,

Every boy should strive
for this relaxation in running.

Starting is conceded

Many of the world’s fastest sprinters
won fame because of & sweeping fin-
ish, but these cyelonic finishes would
never have been possible had not
the winner come from his holes with
the degree of perfection which found
him in excellent running position
before he started his drive.

You cannot run untfl you have
propelled yourself into running
sitlon, Starters take shorter steps
coming from their holes because
they cannot take a long, full stride
until momentum will warrant it.

bcomes too straight in the “get set”
position. Don’t worry about which
leg you use to push from ihe holes.
That comes natural,

At the command, “On your mark,”
the runner assumes a relaxed posi-
ion with his weight forward on the
tips of his fingers. In this way, at
the command, “Get set,” the boy's
weight is forward and he is imme-
diately ready to throw himself on-
ward with the report of the pistol.

It Is necessary that the first stride
be made in the proper manner, for
if 1t isn’t, it delays the runner from
attalning speed. Many boys take
short, jab-like strides when learn-
Ing to start. This 1s a good prac-
tice because it breaks down a tend-
ency to make strides too long before
gaining proper speed.

Two of the difficulties boys will
experience in learning to start will
come from an improper starting po-
sition and in taking long strides be-
fore running position.

Boys_should run full tilt to the
tape. Many boys have 2 bad habit
of slowing up when the tape is near.
Make it a rule to run clear through
the tape. Try to master the start.
it is essential in the latter part of
your race that you get out of your
holes in the proper prescribed man-
ner. That is more than half of
springtime as far as boys are con-
cerned.

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RUTHERFORD DEAD
T BURIAL OF
ECT LEADER

S DELAYED

SAN DIEGO, Calif., Jan. 12. (&)
Lying on his deathbed, Joseph
Franklin Rutherford, 72, world
leader of Jehovah's Witnesses,
voiced a last wish.

He asked disciples to bury him
at dawn of the day after death in
a hiliside crypt at Beth-Sarim, the
estate he built here for the biblical
King David's return to earth.

Rutherford died at the estate
last Thursday in a passing kept
secret until Saturday.

But today Rutherford's body was
still unburied, his last wish thwart-
ed by a county law forbidding
burial on the estate because it is
not a legally zoned cemetery.

Fallowers of the Jehovah's Wit-
nesses’ movement obtained a hear-
ing date January 24 to present
their burial permit petition before
the county health commission.
Preparations went ahead, mean-
time, on an apparently elaborate
memarial to be erected at the es-
tate.

Rutherford, an enemy of organ-
jzed Christianity which he termed
an "unholy alliance against the
common people,” had been ill here
for two months. Dr, George Roy
Stevenson, who signed the death
rartifirata eaid Rutherford had

Chief of a movement that spread
to thirty-six countries, Rutherford
claimed two million followers to
whom he prophesied a millenjum.

Dignified and severe, the former
Missourt lawyer made thousands of
addresses to gatherings of Wit
nesses and in later years over the
radio. He campaigned for William
Jennings Bryan {n 1896, but some
time later abandoned political af-
fairs to become a follower of Pas-
tor Charles Taze Russell, prophet
of an approaching Armageddon and
a man who preached hell was a
myth.

After Russell died in 1816, Ruth-
erford assumed the leadership of
an expanded movement. Although
Rutherford refused to set any defi-
nite year for the arrival of the mi:-
lenium, his followers kept alive the
statement that “millions now liv-
ing will never die.”

During recent years, Jehovah's
Witnesses have been involved In
incidents attracting national atten-
tion, such as that of a 1940 contest
betore the United States supreme
court of a case of two Pemnsyl-
vania children who opposed & re-
quirement that they salute the
American flag in school.

WASHINGTON — George Syl-
vester Viereck, ace German prop-
agandist, was called as a goevern-
ment witness al the George Hill
perjury trial today but confined
most of his responses to a reitera-
tion of the sentence “I refuse to
answer on the ground that it may
tend to incriminate me.”

The slightly built German agent,
clad in a gray suit with blue shirt
and tie, was called after Mrs. Gor-
don Spielman, a tall blonde, had

N. Y.
